It had been a dream since I was three and went to my first Super Cross race in the Anaheim Stadium to be a top contender in American motocross. I remember seeing Ron Lechien cross the finish with a whip, winning the final even for the night and instantaneously envisioned myself doing the same on my Pee Wee fifty. my other motive in racing was to make enough money to invest in a home and prepare to have a happy family and life, success in the home was always very important to me. This became my passion.

I had worked to achieve my goals for fifteen years by the end of 2005. After a rough introduction to AMA Super Cross/ Motor Cross I spent the whole year mending my body and confidence which had been damaged. Because of choosing to live against what I believed to be right, more then likely Heavenly father was preparing me to come unto him, much of 2002 through 2003 I had experienced a great deal of adversity.

On the twentieth of June in 2004 I had found a new way of life that had brought much needed purpose and meaning to my life that I had sought for but never thought possible. I was baptized into the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints. Through this I became much more acquainted with my father in Heaven, so much that I was able to really feel his loving guidance in my life in a way I had never before. Through the Atonement of Jesus Christ I was able to feel relieved of long time guilt, caused by wrong choices in my past, and given help in my every day struggles- even my racing abilities were increased as I better understood the love and plan that God has for us, his children. "For God so loved us that he sent his only begotten son" (John 3: 16). Realizing that racing professional motor cross could not be a life time job because of the great physical demand, I knew I would eventually switch careers, but between the switch I had made a promise to God that I would sacrifice two years of my life and serve a full time mission.

This was a great change in my life but I still had a great work ahead if I was to accomplish my dreams in racing. I worked very hard as a privateer in 2005 and I had earned the national number 63 for the 2006 season. I was proud of this accomplishment and felt that I deserved sponsor that would pay for my expenses and give me equipment I could win on for the 06 season, also, in my dedication to be the best I could I decided to spent most of my summer and money preparing a private super cross track that I could train on for the 06 Super Cross season in January 06.

The AMA Motor Cross season ended in October, 2005, and from that time I was completely focused on building the track and talking to potential sponsors for 2006. Before I knew a month had pasted and, though the track was coming along, but I had still not found a ride that offered me what I felt I had deserved. I sought guidance through prayer. Through much prayer, fasting, study and pondering I was told to keep working on the track and looking for a sponsor; if December came and I had not gotten a sponsor then this would be an indication that I am to serve a mission at this that. Well December came and I had no ride for the next season. It was a hard realization but I knew was the Lord's will and I had to accept it. Discussing my decision with my father I decided I could afford to race the West Coast Super Cross season in the AMA Lights class while going through the process of filling out paper work to serve a full time mission.

While still putting much thought into finding help for the season I felt to call Steve Shippy. I met Steve through another good friend, David Almond, and I could see that Steve had a great love for two things, motor cross and God. I told him of my position in which he responded by making some phone calls and try to put support together. Next thing I knew I received a phone call and a sponsor with much of my traveling expenses, bikes and strong engines. I only signed a six month contract as I planned on leaving soon after that for my mission. Meanwhile, through some well planned and hard testing days we got prepared for the AMA Super Cross season opener in January. After the first two rounds we were offered stronger support from MDK. I felt the Lord was testing me to see if I was really committed to serving him; despite this We had an amazing season in which we broke the top ten and showed strong potential for the future. This all had happened after I had committed to preparing to serve the Lord. The 06 Super Cross season has been a highlight in my life and a testimony that God knows what we are capable of and invites us to witness miracles; we only need to follow his teachings. I was called to serve a mission in Adelaide Australia in which I used the diligence I learned from my racing career and grew to love the Lord and his children in ways I never imagined.

Looking back on my career and life I can see that I, like all of us, have been given talents and abilities that lead to many opportunities. In the process of planning and working towards goal things have happened to me that I know had no other meaning then a loving Heavenly Father giving me guidance. I believe I have the talent to win a super cross championship but I know that it was not meant to happen when I had originally planned. That Lord had other plans for me then; I was meant to be baptized a member of the LDS Church and serve a full time mission in Australia for the Lord. I now, better understand His plan and purpose for us and for me individually. I can better know how to make correct life goals and decisions and to accomplish them. I know that the Lord will bless us as we seek after him and allow our dreams, plans and work to be set in congruence with his will because he loves us and only wants our happiness and success in life and ever after.

I am planning on working in line with Zoo ministries, during this year, to share my love for motor cross and the Savior. I have been praying, studying and pondering and feel strongly that I am not to race at this time, but I have not closed that door to returning to the AMA circuit in the future and will IF IT IS THE LORD'S WILL. The change will be that if I return I will be returning , not to do well but to WIN championships. For now I am grateful for Zoo and all motor cross supporters and I look forward to
